Each presentation will be about 3 minutes in 
length. Be there 5 MINUTES EARLY. Failure to arrive ON TIME will result in you missing your opportunity to present your 
breed. Timing is essential to keep the show running smoothly. Please accompany this form with three (typed or neatly 
printed) copies of text describing the breed and the presented horse (to be read to the audience by Alan Barnes). If you 
would like to have music playing in the background, please fully label it and include it with the description (CD is the only 
acceptable format).

SALUTE THE BREEDS
This is a brief introduction to the equine breeds in Canada. It will be a prelude to the Home Hardware Extravaganza 
Show. All horses MUST be walked in and under full control at all times (no riding or driving). You are representing your 
breed, please dress appropriately. It is strongly recommended that all participants are able to handle and control their 
horses during the applause. Take into consideration that other horses will be in the arena as well. (numerous other horses 
will be there and some may be frightened by applause) Be there 10 MINUTES EARLY. Failure to arrive ON TIME will 
result in you missing your opportunity to present your breed. Timing is essential to keep the show running smoothly. The 
horses will be lined up according to size before entering the Arena and will face the crowds for the National Anthems.

All horse handlers must be wearing their blue armbands at ALL TIMES when working with the horses.
To be in the trade area after show hours, you MUST be wearing blue horse handler armbands

AND MUST sign in and out with Security.
